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150th Founding

This year the Sisters of Our Lady of the Missions are celebrating the 150th Founding of their Congregation.  Euphrasie Barbier’s purpose in beginning her foundation in Lyon, France, was to work in the missionary countries. Euphrasie sent out her first Sisters to Napier in 1865.  Sacred Heart College and St Josephs Maori Girls College are still carrying on the work of education in the Hawke’s Bay.  More Sisters were sent to Christchurch in 1868.  They began teaching and visiting the poor and sick.  The large brick Convent and Chapel on the Corner of Ferry Rd and Barbadoes St housed the Novitiate and a large Community of Sisters who went out to many of the outlying Parish Schools.

New Brighton Catholic (Mary Immaculate) began in the 1930s with the Sisters coming from Ferry Rd Convent by tram.  Our school therefore has the Special Character of our Founder, Euphrasie Barbier.

Sacred Heart College was amalgamated with Xavier College to become Cathedral College.  After the Sisters left, the large convent became the Music Centre.  Last week the last of what was our Convent, Chapel and Hostel was demolished.
